Date :: in the middle of his first house
arrest, most likely A.D. 61
Audience :: "to all the saints in Christ
Jesus who are in Philippi, including the
overseers and Deacons" (Phil 1:1)
Theme :: Participation in the Gospel
Key :: Phillipi was the most missional
church of their time that lost their
love for one anaother in the process.
